Re: Times Tables Tracker

In the new Primary National Curriculum, times tablg to 12 x 12, including division facts, are
something which children are required to know andaustand by Year 4. In addition, a national
Times Tables Test is being introduced in 2020 aradyechild will have to sit this test towards the
end of year 4. To help with this, we are introdgcinnew Times Tables Tracker so children and
adults know where pupils are up to in their leagroh times tables.

What isit?

A way of tracking children’s progress towards leagnall multiplication and division facts up to 2
12, as is required by Year 4 in the new Primaryiddia Curriculum. This is an opportunity for
children to learn the division facts which are iimeerse of the times tables they have learned
previously. Traditionally, times tables were lezinn order; 1 x 3 =3, 2 x 3 = 6. However, tlsis i
not useful for the real life application of thogmes tables or for completing written multiplicatior
division. Therefore, children will be tested ineaadom order of multiplication and division facts.

How doesit work?
The tracker works via a set of awards which coeetain times tables (multiplication and division
facts):

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What isa multiplication and division fact?

The multiplication and division facts for 3, 4 abd are:

3x4=12 4x3=12 12=4 12+ 4=3
A child learning the 3 or 4 times tables will ndedknow all 4 facts.

What do children need to do?
e Practise the multiplication and division facts gsflashcards, online games, repetition and
other strategies. There will be some opportunttigsractise in school as well as at home.
e Complete the tests in class.

What can parentsdo to help?
e Help children to practise the multiplication andgigiion facts, encouraging them to give quick
responses.

How isprogresstracked?
e Children have an individual tracker in their trays.
e Teachers will record on a class tracker where iddads are working.
e Any children who are struggling to learn their tgrtables will get help at school as well.

How is success rewarded?
e For each test and award there is a sticker for éetop. Children will also receive 5 raffle
tickets when they have completed each award.
e When children complete the final test for each aar bold above), we will celebrate that
achievement in assemblies.

This tracker will be starting soon so please disdhs with your child and find out which award and
test they are working on each week.
